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	IRB Championships Played in Heat Wave

The third edition of the U18 Inter-Regional Beach Volleyball Championships were held at Cardiff Beach Volleyball Centre in Victoria Park over the weekend of the 10th and 11th July 2022 in heat wave conditions. 
Joining from across the UK, 64 athletes from across six regions took part in the event representing LON (LON & LON2), South West (SW), South East (SE), East, Yorkshire (YOR) and Wales (WAL).
The event uses international CEV and FIVB age group format which allows coaches to be present on the side lines, (as opposed to the senior version where coaches are not permitted) enabling knowledge transfer and rapid development during the event.

	The IRB Girls Final saw a rematch of the first day Pool A dual with the original match-up resulted in a 1-1 tie, forcing a golden (tie-breaker) set. In that first meeting, LON fielded their unbeaten pair #1 of Erminio & Jagielska who took down pair #1 from SW Newton & Quinn 15-8. 
Notably, Newton and Quinn were one of only two pairs to take a set off the LON #1 pair all weekend--the other pair being SE #1 pair E.Levich & Darling in the semi-final. 
In the final, LON pair #1 swept SW #1 in straight sets.  Meanwhile, in the second pairing, the LON team of Glowrey & Szentessy, pushed hard but eventually lost out 14-16 in the third set tie break to SW’s Bright & Tuohey.  With a pair#1 win for LON, and pair#2 victory for SW the final would come down to a golden set.
Bright & Tuohey (pair #2 for SW) were selected for the golden set against LON pair#1 after clinching an earlier golden set victory from SE in the quarter final after a bold choice to promote the pair by coach Flo Ermeje 
In the final golden set, the 11-9 end switch saw the SW pushing aggressively to a close the deficit but LON finished strong and took the golden set 15-10 to earn the gold medal. 	The IRB Boys Final saw a very strong LON squad with pair # 1 of Sanders & N.Heiner Alzate (who did not drop a single set all weekend) also topple the SE pairing of Furness and Perry in straight sets.
The SE #2 pair of Perry & Carolan almost forced a tie-breaking set against Podwika and Prusakovas with a nail-biting performance but fell short (20-22, 22-24) to with undefeated LON capturing gold.
In the Girls Bronze match LON2 pushed SE split matches (pair#1 for SE and pair#2 for LON2) with SE eventually winning the golden set 15-9 to claim the bronze.
In the Boys bronze medal match, SW swept East 2-0 with the East region pairs fatigued playing in hot weather right after their hard-fought semifinal where they lost in the golden set 13-15 to SE.
